Program Description: This program is designed to provide one-on-one tutoring to adults who are at least 17 years of age or who are 16 years of age and have completed 16 units of credit toward high school graduation and are currently reading at the 6th grade level or lower. Orientation and evaluation is provided for all interested students who are then matched with a tutor. Tutors meet regularly with students, maintain contact with the literacy coordinator, and file reports on student progress. All tutors participate in multiple training sessions to insure they are comfortable with the instructional materials and confident of their tutoring role. 

In addition to literacy tutoring, volunteers are also recruited to work in the college's ESL and GED programs. Volunteer tutors work within the classroom setting to aid students in improving academic and English language skills. Training for tutors is offered on an as-needed basis, usually three to four times per year.
